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I. Policy

Transitional Living is intended to provide short-term housing assistance to allow individuals to stabilize within their community and ultimately transition to a point of self-sufficiency. Supervision and case management occurs throughout the course of placement and all court-ordered conditions remain in effect throughout a Transitional Living placement. 

II. Purpose

To ensure individuals placed at a Transitional Living facility are appropriately placed and provided quality case management to achieve the best outcome possible for the individual and community. 

Probation Officers working with Transitional Living placement individuals shall case manage using evidence based practices including validated assessments and evaluations, identifying criminogenic risk, need and responsivity, and targeted towards individuals with the highest risk of reoffending. Transition Planning shall be utilized immediately upon placement to ensure successful transition to independent living or self-sufficiency.
