Recidivism by Risk Level
As predicted by the validated risk assessment tool, Youth Level of
Risk/Case Management Inventory (YLS/CMI), the total population of
low risk youth who discharged successfully between Sept 30, 2022
and Sept 30, 2023 recidivated at a lower rate than the total
population of moderate or high risk youth.
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
